
Video Production
Assignment: Music Video
In Groups of 3-4  for filming 
but each person must create their own storyboard and edit their own work
minimum 3:00 minutes 
Objective: To storyboard and shoot a short artistic music video using 

the Mini-DV cameras and edited on Windows Movie Maker    

Criteria:

Each piece must utilize a piece of music from an original song.  

The music must be appropriate! (No cussing/sexually related or racist type music)

The video MUST NOT be a whole video of a band playing instruments or people dancing.
There must be a theme/storyline, with actors. 

The music must be approved by the teacher prior to using it in your video, No exceptions. 
Each person will produce one video utilizing a wide variety of shots, shot by your group

Video clips from movies may not be used, unless approved by the teacher. 

Again, Please do not show me 3 minutes of a band playing/dancing. 
It's ok to intersperse a few shots of a band playing/dancing with your video....
up to 1 minute
This needs to be a ‘theme’ piece with a story line. Have a message! 
Be creative!

Keep the pace quick!

Edit to the beat/rhythm...not just a bunch of shots to the music.

You must have a Storyboard completed and approved with your music before you begin production.

Remember:

The more close ups, the better.
Make sure it makes sense.

Make sure it is cleanly edited.

Make sure you attempt to edit to the beat.
You will be graded on:
· Following the assignment criteria 

· Demonstration of Shot Basics and Elements of Composition 

· Choice of music related to your theme 
· Is your theme understandable? Does it make sense? Can it be identified?
· Be safe 

· Be Appropriate 

· Have Fun 

· Work Together when appropriate
· Work by yourself for storyboarding and editing
